7.	 To locate a specific area quickly, select either the Search tab or Contents tab located in the left 
window titled Table of Contents. Clicking on the blue closed books next to Sections 1-8 in the 
Contents tab under IASB POLICY REFERENCE MANUAL will open a Section and display its 
policies. Policy numbers next to a blue book have administrative procedures and/or exhibits 
associated with them. Clicking on a policy’s blue closed book will display this associated 
content beneath the policy.

8.	 To download only Tables of Contents and Indexes, click on the Contents tab (left window), 
go to the bottom of the window and click on Downloadable Research Tools.
